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In January 2005 free high-speed wire-
less access or WiFi became available at the
Library. WiFi computer network technolo-
gy allows laptop or notebook computers
and personal digital assistant (PDA)
equipment to send and receive Internet
data via a wireless network. Using a stan-
dard Internet browser and a WiFi compli-
ant wireless Ethernet card, patrons are able
to connect to the Internet to check e-mail,
surf the Web, or browse the catalog.

* Have Library card in hand and dial
847/590-3200.

* Using a touch-tone phone, punch in the
Library card number located under the bar
code (all 14 digits—ignore the spaces).
When complete, punch the # key.

* Enter the four-digit personal identification
number (PIN) and press the # key.

A series of options will be given. Select the
option by pressing the corresponding number
on the phone pad. The five options are:

1—Renew items

2—Items on loan

3—List or cancel items on hold

4—List any fines

5—List overdue items
Follow the prompts within each option to
access additional information.

Option 1 — Renew ltems

There are three ways to renew items.
Patrons will be prompted to select one by
pressing the corresponding number.

Renew by title. The title of each
checked-out item and its due date will be
given. Materials can be renewed by pressing
“1” at the appropriate time or skip to the
next item by pressing “2.”

Renew by bar code. If the item that
needs to be renewed is handy, enter the bar
code rather than listening to all the items that
are on loan. The bar code label is usually
found on the back or front cover. On some

books and videos it may be on the inside
of the item. On books, it may be on the
first inside page. On videos, it may be
affixed to the inside cover. Enter all the
numbers, ignoring the spaces, followed by
the # key.

Renew all. If this option is selected,
all items checked out will be renewed.
Each item and its new due date will be
repeated. If an item is not renewable, the
reason will be given.

Renewal Tips

Items are renewed from the date of
the call. Titles will be restated and the
new due date will be given. Overdue fines
still accrue for any lapse between the
original due date and the date of the
phone renewal. Regular renewal guide-
lines are still followed. For example, if an
item has already been renewed once, the
phone system will not renew it a second
time but will inform users that they have
“exceeded the renewal maximum.”
Feature videos, DVDs, and interlibrary
loan items cannot be renewed. If an item
is not renewable, the reason will be given.

Option 2—List items checked out
on loan. Each item and its due date will
be given.

Option 3—List or cancel items on
hold. A list of items on the Hold Shelf
will be given along with the date(s) to
which the item will be held. Patrons may
also cancel an item being held if it is no
longer wanted.

Option 4—List fines outstanding.

Option 5—List overdue items.

Try it! My Account offers an amaz-
ing amount of information available at
your fingertips by phone or on the
Internet. Of course, the staff at MPPL
will be happy to assist you should you
have difficulty navigating the system or
have questions the automated system
can’t answer.
