With the growing popularity of

audiovisual items spurring the development

of a DVD collection, getting these items back

on the shelf quickly presents some unusual 

challenges.

“Many times you will see people 

following the shelver who is pushing a cart of

videos to be shelved down the aisle. When the

cart stops, there is a rush to pick out a video

or DVD, sometimes before we can even get

them back on the shelf!” said AV Page

Supervisor Nelly Killebrew.

Videos, DVDs, and items new to the 

collection are generally shelved within 24

hours of their return. Other items in the 

collection regularly make it back to the shelves

within a three-day window.Fifteen shelvers are responsible for return-

ing materials to the shelves. Besides material

checked out of the Library, shelvers also

reshelve between 6,000 and 8,000 items used

each month "in-house" at the Library.

"There are two reasons we ask people not

to reshelve items themselves. One is that we are

responsible for making sure the items are

accurately shelved. Secondly, we keep statistics

on the items people may refer to and use while

here in the Library even though they may not 

actually check the item out," Prichard said.

collection.

With almost 450,000 items in the

Library's collection, managing the shelf

status is a huge job. Thousands of items are

returned weekly, and getting them back on

the shelves quickly and accurately is the top

priority. “We have a saying in the department

that an item misshelved is an item lost,”

Prichard said.

If you are sometimes overwhelmed by

the amount of mail in your mailbox each

day, consider Collection Management at

Mount Prospect Public Library. With 

subscriptions to over 650 periodicals,

journals, and newsletters, the staff processes

several crates of mail daily. And that doesn't

include the thousands of books, videos,

DVDs, and other items shipped in monthly

from other carriers.

"Our job is to provide the most and best

material in the least amount of time for the

best price," said Nancy Prichard, head of

Collection Management.

To meet that goal, the department staff

processes all orders, oversees delivery of

materials, follows up on invoices, and puts 

all materials on the shelf. The staff is also 

responsible for making sure all items are

properly shelved after use. Finally, the staff

oversees the "weeding" operation, removing

materials no longer pertinent to the

The twenty-five member staff in

Collection Management represents a varied

group. The fifteen shelvers range in age from

high schoolers to retirees, and all receive

detailed training on the Library's shelving

system. Three acquisition clerks and two
