


During the planning stages, focus groups
of parents and children not only discussed
what they’d like to see in the new Library
but also “tested out” various furniture
designs.

“Children’s space is really special
space and we hope we’ve reflected that.
We feel we are one of the jewels of the
Library,” Deane said. “Children are very
attracted to colors, and they are excited
about the furniture.”

The unusual
design of the casual
furniture was
selected from the
Moroso line and has
sparked many
comments, with
some brave adults
even trying out the
unusual rocking
chairs. But not
everything is new. A generation of
children will be glad to know that the
wooden rocking chair—a favorite spot
many years ago—was carefully packed
and safely made the trip to the renovated
Library.

The popularity of the new Family
Place, designed specifically for parents and
toddlers, is evident by the constant activity.
Puppets, toys, games, and toddler
computers interspersed with the

“The Family
Place is one of
the areas where
we hope to develop programming for

parents and children
to encourage
emergent literacy,”
Deane explained. “We
hope to lay the
groundwork early to
encourage reading,
lifelong learning, and
Library usage.”

Separate
shelving for the

picture books and early readers provides
easy access for small children in a safe and
colorful environment. Clearly marked levels
for beginning through independent
readers help to ensure a successful
learning experience.

Older children also have special space
in the new Youth Services plan. Two study
rooms are available for group projects or
quiet study. An area for new books is now
available and has become a popular
browsing area. Study carrels and work
tables are placed throughout the

juvenile fiction
and nonfiction
sections, and
older children
have their own
bright and
colorful “reading
lounge.”

“I’ve been
asked if we
bought a lot of new books for the new
Library,” reported Youth Collection
Librarian Mary Ann Sibrava. “We
continually purchase materials for the
collection, and we followed our regular
purchasing plan. It just looks like we have
so much more because we now have space
to properly house and display our
collection. For the first time in many
years, all of the youth materials are back in
Youth Services.”

Eight computers with Internet access
and word processing programs are
available in Youth Services. “We specifically
reserve these computers for children to use
after 3 p.m.,” said Technology Librarian
Steve Browne. “They are constantly in use.”
Two additional computers are available in
the Parent/Teacher area, and Browne
reports that a new Macintosh computer is
on its way.

Another way Youth Services reaches
children is through a wide variety of
programming. The always popular
storytimes, for various ages, have grown to
15 per week. Super Saturdays!, Create-a-
Craft, book discussion groups, volunteens,
the annual reading programs, family reading
and movie nights, and special programs fill
the calendar.

“Our story and activity rooms is
specifically designed for the types of
programs we offer,”Deane said. “The room
can be made smaller for a more
appropriately-sized space for storytimes with
parents and young children, or we can open
the room up for larger groups, such as school
visits or field trips, or craft activities.”

Because the room can be divided, there
is flexibility to offer concurrent
programming.“This is something parents
have been requesting for a long time. We
hope to offer a program for parents and
toddlers and, at the same time, offer a
storytime for older preschool children so
everyone in the family can participate in one
trip,” said Deane.

Librarian Mary Smith coordinates the
hundreds of programs offered by Youth
Services each year. “Miss Mary” credits her
extremely creative and enthusiastic staff with
proposing and presenting the wide range of
programs that reach every age group
imaginable, from infants through elementary
school students.

The new Youth Services Desk is centrally
located with space for up to four staff
members to help young patrons and their

parents. Cathy Deane, as department
manager, brings a wealth of experience and
commitment to the Library. While
completing her undergraduate studies at the
noted James Madison Public Policy School at
Michigan State University, Deane served as
the student librarian at her residential
college. Following an internship with
UNICEF at the United Nations, Deane

decided to continue to serve the
public by becoming a librarian.
She received her Master’s in
Library Science with an emphasis
in Youth Services from Wayne
State University. While working
in suburban Detroit, Deane and
her husband, Paul, who is also a
librarian, came to the American
Library Association convention
in Chicago, and they’ve been here
ever since. Deane also serves as the
Library’s Deputy Director.

With an emphasis on reaching out to
the community, several of the Youth staff
hold special positions. Jan Penner serves as
the preschool/child care liaison and
organizes a yearly
information night
on local area
providers. “Miss
Jan” had the
dubious pleasure
of moving two
different libraries.
Before she joined
the Mount
Prospect staff, she worked at Ela Area

Library in Lake Zurich during their
move into a new facility.

Julie DiGuiseppe, formerly a first-
grade teacher, is the Elementary
School Liaison. Julie presents specific
programs developed for each grade
level at local schools to encourage
reading and in support of teaching
themes. Many students remember
their fourth grade reference field
trip, now led by “Mrs. D,” to learn
about the Library’s resources and
how to do research.

Beth Hartig can thank her mom
for her love of children’s services.
Beth remembers dressing up as a

mouse for her mother, who also worked at
a local library doing children’s
programming. “Miss Beth” specializes in
homeschooling support and organizes an
annual Homeschool Fair where students
can display their projects at MPPL. Beth
also oversees the Volunteen program.

Beth Corrigan grew up in Mount 
Prospect and feels a special tie to her 

“home” Library. Beth serves as the
Outreach Librarian and introduces
programs to those who may be unfamiliar
with all the Library has to offer. Working

with local schools and
other community
groups, Beth promotes
family literacy and
Library services in the
hope that those new to
the community will
recognize the value of
MPPL and become
regular users.

The Library provides an anchor to the
community for many who have grown up
using its services. “It’s so rewarding to
have high school age students come back
and see how
they’ve grown.
They still call me
“Miss Mary Ann”
and they still have
that connection to
the Library,” said
Mary Ann Sibrava,
who has counted
storytimes as one
of her favorite
activities in her 13
years at the
Library.

“This is a great community. The
children and parents are responsive and
interested in reading and books. Because
of that, the community expects a lot from
the Library, and this fantastic new facility
will support the high level of service
necessary to meet those expectations,”
Deane said.

Yes! A service that patrons frequently
asked for before moving to the newly
renovated Library is phone renewal. With
the new computer and telephone systems,
MPPL is now able to offer automated
phone renewal. The telephone number,
847/590-3200, is printed on the bottom
of each date due slip a patron receives
when checking out material. When
patrons call that telephone number, they
will be asked for their Library card number
and then a personal identification
number, which is the last four digits of
their phone number. They will then be
able to renew material that is renewable
and not on hold for another patron.
